Website Project
For this project you will create a website that will provide information about the Maya, Aztec, and the Inca.  This will be a large project grade.  You may choose which website service to use; however, Weebly is probably the easiest and most user friendly.  We will have class time to work on this, but you will also need to work at home. 
Your website must have an interesting introduction page that has a title and your name, and ALSO include at least five different tabs, one for each of the following: 

· Maya, 

· Aztec, 

· Inca, 

· Comparing and contrasting the civilizations,

· Works Cited  

For each of the civilization you must AT THE VERY LEAST include information concerning:
· A brief history (how did they start, major events, how did it end)
· Geography

· Economy (including crops grown, how taxes paid, etc)

· Social structure

· Government 
· Beliefs /religion

· Advancements/Achievements

· Architecture
You are not limited to this list, but each civilization must have information at least for these.  Remember websites traditionally have short bulleted information, and LOTS OF VISUALS (keep it school appropriate!)
You may utilize your notes, books, or other sources to assist with the information.  HOWEVER, YOU MAY NOT COPY ANYTHING WORD-FOR-WORD; this is plagiarism, unless you quote and cite it.  Any source must be cited on the Works Cited tab using MLA format (this will be a list of the books, websites, notes, etc that you used).  

You will be graded on the following:
· Interesting Introduction Page with title and name (10 pts)

· Page for the Maya with appropriate information (25 pts)

· Page for the Aztec with appropriate information (25 pts)

· Page for the Inca with appropriate information (25 pts)

· A page that compares and contrasts all THREE civilizations with each other.  You MUST compare AND contrast. (30 pts)

· Lots of appropriate visuals that are on topic, assist in “telling the story” of each civilization, and that interest the reader (15 pts)

· Correct grammar, spelling, etc (5 pts)

· Well designed, not too cluttered, easy to read, neat, visually appealing. (5 pts)
· MLA Citations on a citation page (10 pts)
