Write a Letter from the Perspective of a Slave

Write a letter from the perspective of a slave living in the colonies to your home in Africa.  (You are literate and can speak/write English).  Imagine you have been captured from your home in Africa, have traveled the Middle Passage, were sold at auction, and are now living on a plantation in the colonies.  You are going to decide who you are, and who you are writing to back home in Africa.   In your letter you must include the following:

· Details of your capture

· A description of your capturers 

· Details from aboard the slave ship (Middle Passage)

· Information regarding the slave auctions

· Life as a slave working on a plantation (working conditions, slave owners, living quarters, food, clothing, etc)

· Privileges, rights, or lack of them

· Religious practices and customs

You will use the internet to find examples of primary documents discussing the above, and incorporate those details into your letter.  You must keep a sources sheet (this is separate and will be graded separate).  

The final product will be typed, but pick a font that looks like handwriting, just to make it more realistic. 

Remember to keep the language, details, and information accurate for the time period.  NO MODERN DAY SLANG OR COLLOQUISMS.  

Worth 45 points!  Extra credit is available, if you go above and beyond.
